General information 

Accommodation:  Will be at the University of Leicester’s John Foster Hall, (single, en-suite) and Gilbert Murray Hall (single, standard) in the University’s Oadby Student Village approximately 2.5 miles to the south east of the conference venue - the Department of Geology, University of Leicester. Coach transport will be provided to transfer delegates between the two sites.  Parking for visitors is available at Oadby Student Village, but is not available at University’s main campus on Friday (pay and display carpark available nearby). Parking is available at the main campus over the weekend.  All rooms are single, no doubles.  

To help you decide whether to book accommodation for the Thursday night before the conference, the Conference venue is about 10 – 15 minutes walk from the main railway station, and there will be plenty of taxis available.  The sessions will start 09.15.  There will be coach transport from the Student Village to the main venue at 08.30 am.  There is a 24-hour reception desk at the Student Village so there would be no problem with late arrivals on any evening.  

Locations: The Department of Geology is on the main University of Leicester campus (LE1 7RH). The halls of residence are in Oadby, SE of the city centre near the A6 (LE2 2LG). For travel directions see Maps and Directions - http://www2.le.ac.uk/maps.

Evening meals:  Dinner on Friday 17 September will take place at the John Foster Hall dining room, and, with generous support from our sponsors, Saturday’s formal Conference dinner will take place at the National Space Centre, Leicester.  Bar facilities will be available on both nights.   Non-residents are welcome to attend the reception and lecture on Thursday night, free of charge, and dinner on both evenings, but need to book for both nights in advance (see form).  There is no provision at John Foster Hall for evening meals on Thursday 16th, but for those arriving that evening arrangements will be made to rendezvous at a local hostelry for food and drink.

Bookings:  There are two ways to book:- 

1.  Packages This year there are two full packages, one based on en-suite accommodation, one on standard rooms (with shared bathrooms).   The ‘early-bird’ rates offer substantial savings on the course and conference costs.   In order to benefit from these special rates bookings must be received by Thursday 19th August 2010.   En-suite accommodation will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.  There is no guarantee of accommodation after 19th August 2010.  The packages include all activities, the only extra you may wish to book is the additional night’s accommodation on Thursday 16th September.

2.  Select from the choice of day time activities - INSET days, workshops,  the full conference and field trips (all include conference information, lunch and refreshments).  You can add on accommodation and evening meal bookings.  

Accompanying partners are welcome to attend the evening sessions and dinners, but these must be booked in advance.  

Confirmation of booking will be sent within 5 days of receipt of booking.  Joining information will be sent in early September.  Joining information will be sent by email, but if you do not have email, the information will be posted to you.  

Payment:  We will send an invoice at the same time as your confirmation of booking.  If you have nominated someone else (eg Finance Department at your Institution), these documents will be sent separately.

Payment can be made by:

· Cheque accompanying the booking form

· Cheque on receipt of the invoice.

· BACS on receipt of the invoice

Full details of our bank account for BACS payments will be provided on the invoice.  If paying by BACS, please ensure that your invoice number is given as a reference.  If your institution needs a purchase order, please ensure that a copy is sent with your booking form.    

Exhibitors:  The Department of Geology at the University of Leicester has some excellent space available for the exhibition.  We intend to have refreshments and buffet lunch in the same area.     Attendance fee £100 for two days, £70 for one day, or a single £25 surcharge covering two days for exhibitors who are also booking full packages.
