The following is a list of all ELTU UNDERGRADUATE CREDIT modules, and their class times IN BOTH

EL1001/EL1003 Speaking and Writing (20 credits) These modules are repeated in 

semester two.

EL1002/EL1004 Speaking and Writing (20 credits) These modules are a continuation 

of EL1001 and EL1003. They can therefore only be take in semester two by students 

who have done EL1001 OR EL1003 Speaking and Writing in Semester One.  

Class times: The course consists of a separate 90 minute speaking class and a 90 minute 

writing class. These classes take place every Wednesday from 2-5pm. 

EL2011 Pronunciation (10 credits) This module is repeated at the same times in 

semester two. It can be taken in either semester one or two for 10 credits.
