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Creating an ePub OER
In order to create an ePub from existing material you need to use the original text file and
open it up in your text editor.

In this guide Open Office (www.openoffice.orq) is being used as it is an open source software
available for download by anyone. If you are using Microsoft Word the majority of the instructions
will be the same but if they differ the additional information has been provided. You may also
need image editing software; this guide uses GIMP (www.gimp.org).

1. Saving your text file as HTML

With your original text file open go to File>>Save As:

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2. Editing the HTML document

The HTML needs to be edited so that when it is converted into an ePub file it
displays correctly.

2.1 Paragraph spacing

Extra paragraph spacing can be hard to see and remove in a text editor. Open Office
provides a tool to help remove spacing. Click on the tool Ii] which will show Nonprinting
Characters. In Microsoft Word this tool is Show/Hide Paragraph Marks and

appears on the Home tab.
All the extra spaces will be displayed using the Paragraph Mark.

Headings

To enhance the display of the ePub file you can add Headings to the appropriate
places within the text.

To add a heading select the appropriate text and from the Styles and Formatting drop
down menu: Heading 1, Heading 2, Heading 3 etc. In Microsoft Word the Styles can be
selected from the Home tab.

Introduction

3. Tables
Tables can be tricky to display in an e-book reader. Display options can be altered within the
e-reader itself but the HTML file can also be edited to optimise the display.

Place your cursor in a cell of the table and right click. A pop-up window will appear and
select Table. In Microsoft Word the option you need to select is Table Properties.

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Another pop-up window will appear. Next to Width tick the Relative box. This will set the width
of the table to 100% which, when the HTML file is converted to an ePub, will resize the table to
100% of the width of whatever device it is viewed in. In Microsoft Word the pop-up
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window will appear and on the Table tab check the Preferred Width box and then
select Percent from the Measure In drop down box and then enter 100%.
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Adding a border to the table will also aid the display of the ePub. Place your cursor in a
table cell and right click. Select Table. In the pop-up window that appears select the

Borders tab. Then select Set Outer Border and All Inner Lines. In

Microsoft Word

right click and select Table Properties . In the pop-up window that appears on the Table
tab select the Borders and Shading button and then click the All button and click OK.
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4. Images

Images may need to be edited so that they display correctly when converted to an ePub file.
All images within the text file should be JPEG files. One way to make sure the image is
saved as a JPEG is to select the picture then right click and select Cut.

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Open GIMP then select Edit>>Paste. Then select File>>Save As and a pop-up window will
appear. It is important to save the image in the same folder that your text file (how a HTML file)
is saved in. Click the plus icon to Select File Type and select JPEG and click Save.
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A pop-up window will appear. Inthe Quality slider increase this to 100 and click Save.
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Now insert the image back into the text file in the original location by placing your cursor in
the appropriate place and selecting Insert>>From File... In Microsoft Word click the Insert
tab and click the Picture button.

Planning ahead
Choose your title as soon a possible. The availability of journals, books and other
resources may affect your choice of title. Plan ahead to ensure you can use the resources
you need in time. Make an action plan or 'to do list’ for:

* obtaining items through inter-library loan;

* using computer facilities.

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5. Converting to ePub

The conversion process takes place using open source software called Calibre (
http://calibre- ebook. com/) or through browser based software 2ePub. Additional metadata
can be added at this stage.

If the HTML file contains images then download and use Calibre to convert to ePub. If the
HTML has no images then you may find 2ePub the better option but you will need to
manually add the metadata to the ePub file after conversion.

5.1 Adding your books

Open Calibre and click Add books. A pop-up window will then appear allowing you to
browse to your HTML file. Select the file and click Open the file will then be added to
Calibre.
